The Councillors were summoned to attend a meeting of Shute Parish Council held on Thursday, September 30th 2021 at Umborne Hall starting at 7.30pm.  The following matters were discussed.

						MINUTES

1) Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs Magrane and Plowman.  No declarations of interests were made.

2) The minutes of the meeting of August 19th 2021 were accepted and signed by the Chair.

3)  Matters arising from previous minutes.  The Clerk advised that the decals would be about £50 for 40 but she is waiting for the quote from Axminster Printing.  It was agreed to go ahead with the order.

4)  Public Forum. None present.

5) Report Cllr Ian Chubb said that DCC are gradually dealing with the recovery from the pandemic.  A food scheme exists for any families in need (e mail healthystart@nhs.co.uk).  Highways dept There was a discussion about Shute School and the extra classroom which was proposed some years ago and why it never arrived.  Clerk to send a copy of the planning application raised by DCC to Cllr Chubb.  Clerk to advise Village Halls that they are entitled to a wheelie bin and recycling bins from EDDC.

6)  Finance. Payments to be made Clerks salary & expenses £931.90, M Regan £45.00 Bin installation.   Payments received – EDDC £2400 precept.  The payments were approved. The bank statements were available for viewing by the Council. Clerks CiLCA training will start shortly and continue with DALC for 6 months.
 
7)  Burial Ground.  The watering cans have been installed at the Burial Ground.  The Clerk was asked to contact EDDC to ask for the paths through the churchyard to be cleaned if possible as they are getting slippery with algae.  Other sources of stone were discussed for the memorial wall.



8)  Highway Matters. Dog poo bin – this has now been installed and is in use.  EDDC have been informed of its location and asked to empty it once per week. Sandbag requirement – the Clerk has ordered 100 bags and will collect them from Sidmouth on October 7th .  E mail re condition of Green Lane from (Hampton Lane to lane to Woodhayne) Cllrs Marshall and Orsman will check its condition and report back to the council.

9)  Planning.   21/2403/FUL  Shalford Cottage, Whitford, EX13 7PJ  Erection of garden building.  The Council had no objections to this application.
21/2485/FUL - Beech Tree Cottage Shute, EX13 7QG.  Single storey side extension and erection of outbuilding for use as a gym.  The Council had no objections to this application.
21/2137/FUL – Greenhayes. The Council had received some queries as to their decision on this application.  They had not received any objections from the public when it was discussed.

10)  Correspondence.  National Trust re Shute Barton. The Council were pleased that the NT are discussing options for the future use of Shute Barton.  Dalwood PC re Boundary stone – The Council felt a small plaque from each parish (Dalwood/Shute/Kilmington) by the Boundary Stone would be a good way to mark it.

11)  Any Other Business. The Environment Agency will be working in Whitford to make repairs near the monitoring station.  Discussions were held on how to celebrate the Platinum Jubilee.  It was thought that a street party near the Whitford Hall would be possible.  This would enable the Halls facilities to be used and is a section of road that could be closed without too much inconvenience.  There were concern over how to encourage those from other parts of the Parish to come.  Clerk to purchase remembrance wreath.
