The Councillors were summoned to attend a meeting of Shute Parish Council held on Thursday, July 8th, 2021 at Umborne Hall which started at 7.30pm.  The following matters were discussed.

						MINUTES

1) Apologies for absence – all members were present.  Declarations of interests were made by Cllrs Choake and Thomas relating to item 9c.

2) The minutes of the meeting of May 28th, 2021 were accepted by the Council and signed by the Chairman.

3)  Matters arising from previous minutes.  Shute Gatehouse – The Clerk read out the e mail from the Landmark Trust apologising and confirming the chimney pot has been removed.  Shute Woods car park – DCC Highways have confirmed it would be possible to obtain scalpings.  The future of Shute School was discussed and it seems DCC have allocated a lot of money to cover new roofing and flooring in the coming year.  Cllr Chubb had no news on the state of the toilets or planned classroom and will investigate.

4)  Public Forum. None present.

5) Reports from Councillors Cllr Chubb confirmed that the bus stop near Taunton Cross is shortly to be repaired.  EDDC are struggling to maintain recycling collections due to lack of manpower at the moment.  The has been a 66% increase in planning applications since the lock down but no increase in staff.  Thus there is some delay in processing applications at the moment.  Full council meetings are being held at Westpoint which does have problems.  DCC Highways have been very busy in recent weeks.  Cllr Chubb is enjoying getting back to face to face meetings and getting out to the Parish Councils.

6)  Finance. Payments to be made EDDC £226.80 Bin emptying, Whitford Hall £14.00 Hire -Aug.  The Payments were approved by the Council. The bank statements were available for viewing. 
 
7)  Burial Ground.  Stand pipe – this has been investigated and it was felt that the distance from the hydrant and cost of a stand pipe would be prohibitive.  On discussion it was felt that supplying a greater number of watering cans would be a more practical solution.  

8)  Highway Matters. Tarmac buckets these have now been ordered under the DCC grant scheme and will delivered to SAK shortly. Dog poo bin.  The Clerk reported the dog poo bin for Easy Bridge has been delivered by EDDC and will be installed shortly.

9)  Planning.  21/1506/FUL & 21/1507/LBC - Solway Cottage Whitford Axminster EX13 7NW.  The Council had no objections to this application.
21/1020/FUL - The Lost Foundry  Mh Property Services Shute Axminster.  The Council had no objections to the amendments to this application.
21/1515/FUL - Whiteslade Farm Dalwood Axminster EX13 7EU (confirmation).  The Council had no objections to this application.
There is no update on the S106 agreement for the buildings at Seaton Junction. 
Clerk to ask the EDDC enforcement officer if the car wash at Taunton Cross requires planning permission and also if the now 3 mobile homes adjacent to the garage need permission.

10)  Correspondence.  The Council noted with sadness the requirement to fell 2 ash trees near Shute Barton that have ash die back.  They supported the choice of replacements that will be planted in their place.

11)  Any Other Business. Cllr Thomas suggested that the Council need to start planning the parish celebrations of the Queens Platinum Jubilee in 2022.  This will include what sort of celebration the parish want and the location, road closures, mementos for the local children (as at previous jubilees), insurance etc.  The wobbly noticeboard by Whitford Hall will be fixed shortly.
