The Councillors were summoned to attend a meeting of Shute Parish Council held on Thursday, March 3rd, 2022 at Whitford Hall starting at 7.30pm.  The following matters were discussed. 

Those present – Cllr Angela Choake, Bill Marshall (Chair), Richard Orsman, David Plowman, Ella Sweetland.  Cllr Ian Chubb (EDDC/DCC) and Carol Miltenburg, Clerk.

						MINUTES


1) Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs Paddy Magrane and Mary Thomas.  No declarations of interests were made for items in this meeting. 

2) The minutes of the meetings of January 20th and 27th, 2022 were accepted by the Council and signed by the Chairman.

3)  Matters arising from previous minutes.  Pollution incident - stream in Whitford – The Clerk updated the Council and confirmed the Env. Agency are monitoring the improvements due to be made. Stickers – these will be collected later in the week by the Clerk.  Meeting venues - it has been confirmed that meetings in the Church are legally acceptable and the Clerk will liaise with the Church Warden to arrange this.  Register of Interests – those present confirmed they had no changes to those already registered with EDDC.
 
4)  Public Forum.  None present.  Cllr Sweetland notified those present of a  collection of items for Ukraine.  Collection points – Lady Chapel, Whitford, Whitford Hall, Umborne Hall – full details to be given in the news e mail.

5) Reports from Councillors.  Cllr Chubb reported that DCC have now set their budget for 2022/2023.  His report had bee circulated to Councillors prior to the meeting.  EDDC have agreed to raise car park prices at most car parks.  They are also closing a number of public toilets including that in Colyton.

6)  Finance. Payments to be made  Clerks salary & expenses £905.37, R Wareham £300 grounds maintenance. Payments received – Burial ground £284 (interment). The bank statements were available for viewing. Spending of CIL monies (carried over).  

7)  Shute school – There was a wide ranging discussion on the school.  Burial Ground – It was agreed the Burial Ground Committee would meet there in late March.  The Clerk has purchased the Crimson Victoria apple tree which will be placed in the Burial Ground.  It was agreed for Cllr Marshall to bid up to £120 for a set of tree guards from the Atkins auction.

8)  Highway Matters.   DCC Highways have dug out the ditch on the east side of Whitford Bridge in an attempt to improve the drainage and reduce the flooding on the road.  The Clerk had a discussion with Highways about the potholes and condition of lane at Patches Bridge and what was needed to repair it.  Cllr Marshall agreed to speak to Mr Mitchum about the lane to his farm.  Cllr Plowman spoke about the repairs needed for the green lane adjacent to the Chapel in Whitford.
 
9) Planning.   21/3242/FUL - Perhams Green Farm, Shute, EX13 7PU. Amendment to existing plan.  The Council had no objections to the application.

10) Emergency Plan – Carried over.

11)  Correspondence.  Parish Boundary stone – the Council agreed to the quotation for a plaque sourced by Dalwood PC.  Clerk to confirm with Dalwood Clerk.  Cllr Sweetland commented that there is an idea by the Church PCC to possibly walk the parish boundary later in the year.

12)  Any Other Business. Platinum Jubilee.  The Council were shown the e mail from the National Trust concerning the location of the Jubilee Oak and agreed with their suggestion.  Clerk to contact the residents of Shute House.  It was agreed for the Clerk to write a letter that Councillors could give to interested residents to join the Council and fill the vacancy.  The Clerk was asked to thank Mr Tucker for filling in the pothole at the entrance to his car park in Shute woods.
