						MINUTES

The Chairman asked the assembled members to hold a short silence in remembrance of our long serving Councillor and Chairman Peter Rugg.

1) Apologies for absence were received from Cllr David Plowman.  No declarations of interests were made.

2) The minutes of the meeting of May 19th 2022 were accepted by the Council and signed by the Chair.

3)  Matters arising from previous minutes.  Road signs – clerk to get quote for sign and placement. Letter to residents re recruitment of new councillors – the cost would be about £28 for printing.

4)  Public Forum. Matters raised about the traffic by Seaton Junction workshops – Clerk to report to EDDC.  It was noted that there had been evictions at the old Shute Arms and an incident of fly tipping in Shute.

5) Reports from Councillors, Police etc – None were made.

6)  Finance. Payments to be made C Miltenburg £1075.47 (salary & exps), C Miltenburg £53.88 (Land Registry fees), NC Motors £144.00 (repair wacker plate).  Payments received. The bank statements were available for viewing.   The payments were approved by the Council.

7)  Shute school.  A productive meeting was held recently at Shute School with the Executive Head of the Devon Moors Federation Steve Mellor and Foundation Governor Stephanie Hastie.  Cllrs Orsman, Plowman and Sweetland were present with the Clerk.  There was a general discussion of the relationship between the PC and School.  The toilet problem has been resolved and a new sewerage system and new floors will be installed this summer. Mr Mellor will support anything the Council do to facilitate a car park.  The Clerk was asked to write to the School to ask them to remind parents and children of the need to respect the local community and also to have their dogs on leads.
Burial Ground. It was agreed to plant the Crimson Victoria apple tree in October and co-ordinate with the Open Days at the Church / Shute Barton.

8)  Highway Matters.  P3 footpath scheme – It was decided not to participate in this scheme due to the difficulties in getting volunteers to participate in the work and the amount of remuneration  the Parish Council will receive to operate the scheme.  Tarmac buckets. These have arrived at SAK and been moved to the Road Warden.  It was noted that the dressing to the road in Haddon Road has gone into the gulley and needs removing.

10) Emergency Plan – Risk assessment – Whitford Green.  The Council will meet on the Green on Thursday 14th July at 7.30 to undertake and inspection.  Mrs Marshall has been asked to help and give guidance.

11)  Correspondence.  Parish Boundary stone Clerk to contact Kilmington Council to find out progress.  The Council felt that they would be unwilling to pay for the work undertaken and would want the stone to be returned to its original condition.  Jubilee Oak. The Clerk is in contact with the National Trusts archaeologists and will chase them for a decision on the placement of the Jubilee Oak.
