1) Apologies for absence None received and there were no declarations of interests made.  

2) The minutes of the meeting of December 9th, 2021 were accepted by the Council and signed by the Chair.

3) Matters arising from previous minutes.  Sick tree on Hitchcock Trust Land – the tree surgeon reports the tree has honey fungus and should be removed. A quote will be supplied. Pollution incident - stream in Whitford.  The EA have been chased but have not replied yet.  Footpath at St Michaels – this has not been sprayed – Clerk to chase EDDC. The hedges/brambles by Whitford Bridge have been cut by Roy Wareham.  It was noted that the residents have cleared much of the bank of the brook through Whitford as requested.  Clerk to chase EDDC to do their section by Orchard Close.

4)  Public Forum. None present.

5) Reports from Councillors, Police etc.  None.

6)  Finance. Payments to be made Came & Co £330.00*  Hitchcock Trust insurance, Clerks salary & expenses £1015.63 Payments received Western Power £25.83 wayleave. The bank statements were available for viewing. Spending of CIL monies – the Council discussed this and the complex rules governing how it can be spent.  Precept 2022/23 – the Council discussed this and unanimously agreed again to hold the precept at £4800.  Clerk to place article in the Parish Magazine.

7)  Shute school.  There has been no update from DCC as to why the additional classroom was stopped.  Clerk to chase.   Burial Ground It was agreed to hold a committee meeting in March when the weather is suitable.

8)  Highway Matters. The drains in Haddon Road were jetted by DCC as we met.  The Council are awaiting quotes from DCC for the repair of the Seaton Junction signs.  Our Snow Warden has taken in a pallet load of salt on our behalf from DCC.
 
9) Planning.   22/0041/FUL – Greenhayes, Shute, EX13 7QE.  The Council are concerned about the detrimental impact for the local residents and wildlife and feel that all EDDC recommendations must be strictly adhered to.  It was agreed to meet to discuss application 21/3242/FUL Perhams Green Farm at Shute Pillars on Thursday January 27th at 10am.

10) Emergency Plan – Part 1 - Local risk assessment.  The Council started work on the first stage of the Emergency Plan.  Clerk to obtain details of key holders for the various organisations within the parish.

12)  Any Other Business. Platinum Jubilee – A committee has been set up in Whitford.  They aim to have celebrations centring on the Whitford Hall because of the facilities over the three / four days.  The Council thought it appropriate to purchase a Crimson Victoria apple tree to put in the Burial Ground.  Clerk to source.  It was noted that the Hitchcock Trust still have to place a bench in their woodland.  Clerk to arrange Trust meeting.
