1. Apologies for absence – none received.  Declarations of interests were made by Cllr Sweetland (item 9 1, The Villas) and Cllr Thomas ( the Soap House site).

2. Minutes of the meetings of March 4th and March 25th 2021 were approved by the Council and signed by the Chairman.

3. Matters arising from previous minutes.  Dog poo bin – this has now been ordered via EDDC.  Roman Road – Cllr Marshall has driven the road and the same number of travellers are in residence.  There are ‘no fly tipping’ signs.  Cllr Choake noted that scalpings have been placed on it to improve the surface.  Cllr Choake also noted that the padlock and chain put up by the owner of the woodland to stop motorcycles entering has been sawn through.  Shute Woods Car Park – There were several comments about the state of the car park and the exceptionally large pothole at the entrance.  It s now getting so big it threatens to damage cars entering.
