The Councillors were summoned to attend a meeting of Shute Parish Council held on Thursday January 18th 2023 at Whitford Village Hall starting at 7.30pm.  The following matters were discussed.
Those present were:  Cllrs Angela Choake, Mike James, David Plowman, Cliff Scrase, Ella Sweetland (Chair), Mary Thomas, Martin Williams, Dist Cllr& County Cllr  I Chubb and 1 member of the public.  

MINUTES

Cllr Ella Sweetland opened the meeting welcoming everyone present and explained due to unforeseen circumstance the Clerk was unable to attend, Cllr Mary Thomas agreed to act as Clerk and will be not taking part in voting on matters discussed.

1) Apologies for absence were received from Cllr Richard Orsman.  No declarations of interests on items to be discussed were made.
2)  The minutes of the meeting held on December 8th 2022 were approved and signed by the Chair.
3)Matters arising.
Damaged building at Seaton Junction reported Clerk to provide further information.  Damage to signs at Hampton Lane this is being followed up, Dist Cllr Chubb suggested Devon County Council should be contacted.

4)  Shute School / Burial Ground.  
A meeting was held with the headmaster of Shute School which was felt constructive.  It was noted the buildings are damp with possible mould.  Cllr Chubb agreed to investigate.  
Regarding the Burial Ground Cllr Plowman has been looking into possible grass mats with shingle placed on top.  After discussion the possible pathway was agreed and Cllr Plowman to investigate measurements and prices. 
 Agreed a date for the planting of the late Queen’s Platininum Jubille apple tree to be set at the next meeting and an invitation to be sent to Shute Primary school to mark the occasion.

Cllr Chubb reported Devon County Council are doing as much as possible to balance the books which includes protecting social care.  East Devon District has not held a meeting in person although this did not take placed at Honiton due to lack of space.  An inquiry has been made regarding a car park to be built in the corner of the field of Soap House, Shute for the church/school.  After discussion agreed this might be a possibility but concern was raised regarding safety crossing the road.

 Payment for the Clerk’s salary deferred.  Payment for the Hitchcock Trust insurance £330.00 proposed by Cllr Scrase seconded by Cllr Choake and agreed.   Suggested the Clerk to place in note in the Parish Magazine reporting as an efficient Parish Council no increase has been made.
