1) Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs Paddy Magrane, Richard Orsman and Mary Thomas.  No declarations of interests were made for items in this meeting.

2) The minutes of the meeting of July 8th, 2021 were accepted and signed by the Chairman.

3)  Matters arising from previous minutes.  The Clerk is still awaiting replies on the queries over the car wash and caravans near Shute Garage.  Re bench by War Memorial – 2 of the seat struts need replacing.  The clerk was asked to contact the owner of the bench.  The Council feel they need to re-publicise the vacancy for a Councillor.  It was noted that the Umborne area, which is now under represented although any applications would be gratefully received.  There are already notices in place on the noticeboards and on the website. Clerk to action.

4)  Public Forum.  

5) Reports from Councillors – the Councillors commented on the unreliable recycling collections at the moment.  The Clerk thanked the Councillors for repairing the noticeboard in Whitford and providing a block to stand on.  The number of brambles near Whitford bridge was commented on – it was agreed to ask Roy Wareham to clear these.  The Council wish to welcome new Vicar – Clerk to write.
